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Attached to the release socket F on the KAF
mount cameras, the Cable Switch F is used when
shooting at a slow shutter speed with the camera
mounted on a Tripod. To use this Switch, insert
the cable-release plug into the release socket with
the “PENTAX' facing outward, and press the
trigger-release button. When the KAF cameras are
combined with a KA- or K-mount lens, you can
also use the ’Snap-in-Focus’’ method whereby
the shutter is automatically released when

the subject comes into the focus frame.
