This 24 x 36 mm 35 GT with
aperture-priority shutter automation
and speed display in the finder
(including overexposure and slow-
speed warnings) is a perfect constant
companion and second camera to
the fastidious amateur’s 35 mm SLR
outfit. But is equally ideal for the
beginner who - helped by the elec-
tronic exposure control - wants to
make his growing experience count
by greater control of depth of field
and exposure time.

The moment you open the front
cover, the Minox 35 GT is ready to
shoot: The finder and lens are

uncovered, the electronics system
switched on, the release free, and
the CdS meter shows the automatic
shutter speed you have to expect,

on the scale alongside the handy
bright-line finder. You only have to
press the button - and that is so soft
and vibration-free that you may even
get away with an occasional hand-
held shot at 15 second.

The computer-precise automatic
exposure control takes note of sub-
ject brightness, film speed and the
preselected aperture from /2.8 to
/16 to set the time anywhere
between /600 second and half a
minute. For shots against the light
and for views with specially bright
large backgrounds, a backlight switch
instantly doubles the automatically
set exposure. That is ideal for sub-
jects in snow or scenes with large
sky areas.

The Minox GT 35’s four-element
35 mm £/2.8 lens - which Minox
insists on making itself - fully lives
up to its “Color-Minotar” tag. The
comparatively short focal length
yields amazing depth of field which
gives you useful margin for focusing

errors. And you easily see and set
the depth of field on the depth
scale.

Compared with the immediately
preceding 35 GL, you will note a few
detail improvements and an interest-
ing new feature on the 35 GT: The
built-in electronic selftimer. Here is
how it works: You press the button,
watch the LED blinking, wait while
it counts to ten, smile as the camera
exposes - and you are fully in the
picture.

1. Set any aperture from /2.8 to /16
to control the depth of field you need
for your subject. The finder tells you
the resulting shutter speed. The same
pointer also tells you when you risk
camera shake (if you’ve selected too
small an aperture) or overexposure
(too large an aperture).

2. If you must have a given shutter
speed, watch the shutter speed indi-
cation in the finder and turn the aper-
ture ring until the pointer shows the
speed you want. This is the way for
action subjects - or whenever you
need short exposure times.

3. The simplest way is to set a medium
aperture, for instance f/5.6. In normal
daylight conditions you can now let
the electronic control of your Minox
35 GL get on with it. If the light
changes sufficiently to need a diffe-
rent aperture, the pointer in the finder
tells you in good time. This is the
most convenient way. So the shutter
speed readout in the finder is a
valuable feature - even though we had
to put in an extra CdS meter for it,

not to mention the automatic elec-
tronic shutter.

If the red LED underneath the star
symbol to the right of 500 (1/500
sec.) lights up during an exposure
reading, the shot could be overex-
posed at the preset aperture even
with the shortest possible shutter
speed of 1/500 sec.

So set a smaller aperture if pos-
sible and take a new reading until the
LED lights up underneath 1/500 sec.
or a longer time.

If the overexposure warning LED
lights up even atthe smallestaperture
of /16, you may possibly achieve a
correct exposure by using a neutral-
density filter (page 48). The ND filter
quadruples the theoretically correct
(butin practice not achievable) expo-
sure time - for instance to 1/500
instead of 1/2000 sec.

Indirect shutter speed preselection

Depending on light conditions, film
speed and the preset aperture, the
exposure read and indicated in the
finder may be too long (e.g. 1/60 or
1/125 sec.) to avoid movement blur of
fast moving objects. Here a fast shut-
ter speed is more important than
maximum depth of field.

Touch the release to read the expo-
sure. If by chance this is 1/500 sec.
leave the aperture as it stands and
shoot.

THE LENS

The lens of the Minox 35 is the
proven 4-element 35 mm Color
Minotar {/2.8, made by Minox
itself.

On the model 35 GT a
depth of field ring alongside the
distance scale shows the sharp
zone at each aperture.

EXPOSURE AUTOMATION

The electronically controlled
shutter of the three Minox 35
models yields automatically
correct exposures - from 1/500

In the 35 PL
and 35 PE the automatic control
also sets the aperture.

THE BACKLIGHT SWITCH

This switch instantly doubles the
exposure - useful when a

major portion of the image is
significantly lighter than the
main subject. Examples are
backlit shots or snow scenes.

THE SELFTIMER

The selftimer - electronic in this
case - is switched on by a switch
on the camera top.

THE FILM SPEED SCALE

You can set the film speed scale
on the Minox precisely for
every 35 mm film - from 25 to
400 ASA and on the 35 GT
even to 800 ASA. Each of the
three models takes any com-
mercial 35 mm film cartridge:

The ever-ready cases, available
from Minox for all three 35
models, are finished in soft black
leather with an eyelet at the left
and right to take either the wrist
strap supplied or the neck strap
(available extra).

THE BELT AND WRIST CASE
The elegant belt and wrist case
for the 35 GT and 35 PL (and
also for the previous models

gundy red Naskapi leather and
conveniently carried on the belt
or hanging from the wrist.

THE SKYLIGHT FILTER
Combined with a folding lens
hood this filter reduces blue cast
in subjects lit by blue sky only
(for example faces). It also ab-
sorbs ultraviolet rays which in
UV-rich daylight can impair defi-
nition.

THE NEUTRAL DENSITY FILTER
This filter reduces the light to
the lens to allow picture taking
on ultraspeed film even in
bright weather.
