color-matic settings

Like vour standard Cintar lens, both the
Wide Angle and Telephoto aecessory lenses
featurée ARGUS COLORMATIC aperture and
distanee settings., These sottings will give
you exeellent pictures of average subjects
in bright sunlight, and they cen be used
with a number of different films. Just as
yvou do with your normal Cintar lens, use
yellow markings with Kodachrome Day-
light film, red markings with Ektachrome
of ‘Anscochrome Dayvlight color films, and
Plus-X, Supreme, or similar bleck-and-
white filmz (ASA 32-80).

. UNBOREW CAFP FROM THE IDLER GEAR

which couples the rangefinder dial to the
focusing lens mount. (I vour C32 is an
older model, it may be necessary to turn
the rangefinder dial to the 3 foot position
to unscrew the large size cap,)

has not been removed for a long period

To avoid fmjury (o the rangefinder, wueeer
furn the rangefinder dial tnlo the area demg-
niled by the word RANGEFINDER engraped
on the dial,

Remove either interchangeable lens as
vou did the Cinter lens.

THE CINTAR LENS INTO THE
CAMERA, turning to the right (clockwise)
pasl the rezistance point until the lens is
SEATED FIRMLY., CHECK that the lens is
seuted firmly by rotating the focusing
mount and making certain that the
focusing part is moving in and out, Be
certain the lens is not unserewing from
the eamera body.

Hold the telephoto lens by the collar and
serew it into the camera until tight.

Align the lens infinity mark with the
focusing scale arrow, and set the range-
finder dial at infinity.

Drop in the idler gear. Make ecertain the
rangefinder dial i= at infinity whon the
telephoto |lens focusing seals is st at
Infinity, Thiz iz casendtal for proper focuiing.
Scerew an the idler gear cap.

The camera is now ready for telephoto
pictures, Use the rangefinder and locus the

same az vou would with the normal lens,
Use the same exposure settings.

Hold the wide angle lons by the eollar and
acrew it into the camera until tight.

Line up the lens focusing scale arrow with
the infinity mark, and align the range-
finder dial at infinity.

Drop in the idler gear, making eertuin that
the rangefinder dial iz ut infinity when the
lens focusing scale [s at infinity, Thia 42
pasentigl for proper focuzing.

Screw on the idler gear cap.

Slip on the Optical Viewfinder and use the
rangefinder for focusing a8 you did with

the regular Cintar lens. Use the same
exposure settings,
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If the lens markings are not readily visible
{rom the top of the camera—a convenience,
not a necessity —the fallowing adjustment
may be made with a small jeweler's serew-
driver. If you do not desire to muke this
adjustment, your local ARGUS Desler ean
do it for you,

Rotate the rangefinder disl until the lens
focusing scale arrow is at infinity. With a
penell, mark the nececessory lens collar
directly below the rangefinder window.



Then remove the accosaory lens in the same
manner as you removed the Cintar lens,
See the instructions on page b,

With the lens in your hand, set the lens
focusing scale arrow again on infinity (1},
Make another mark (2) on the mounting
thread of the lens directly in line with
the first pencil mark (3) on the lens callar.
See Hlustration on the top of this page.

Using a jeweler's screwdriver, loosen the
four tiny screws (4) that are seated in the
threads—two turns only. Then turn the
threaded ring elther way until the mark on
the threads is in line with the lens focusing
scale arrow, Tighten the four small serows
—all the screws must be seated. First
screw on the Lens Cap to test if the
threads are clear, then replace the lens on
the eamera as shown on page 7 or 8.
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depth-of-field

The Depth of Field Scales on your Telephoto and Wide
-Angle Lenses tell you at a glance the range of sharpness
that will be in your picture. This range of sharp focus
(depth of field) in front of and behind your subject
increases as you get farther from the subject, or as
you use smaller apertures,

TELEPHOTO LENS

Erample: With your camera focused at 25 feet and the
lens set at f:8, the range of sharpness will be from 16
feet to 64 feet. See llustration.

WIDE ANGLE LENS

Example: With your camera focused at 10 feet and the
lens set at £:8, the range of sharpness will be from 5 feet
to infinity, See illustration.
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care and cleaning

Leather cases designed especially for your valuable C3
aceessory lenses will protect them from fingerprints and
serntehes. Should a lens require cleaning, blow off the
dust (or use soft brush with light touch), breathe on
lens surfaee, and wipe genily with solt lens tisue.

filters
To insert filter, unacrew lens hood, drop Alter in front
of lens, and serew on lens hood agein. Both secceasory

lenses wecept Serles V filters. The built-in lens hoods
keep direct rays of the sun from striking your lens,
