Distance

Two methods for  d istance set t ing:  Turn the selected
footage on the set t ing r ing (1)  opposi te the A mark,
or ,  by v iewing thru the f inder,  set  the respect ive
distance symbol  unt i l  i t  appears in the f inder in
the centre of  the vert ical  f ie ld (see i l lustrat ion).
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Bright- l ine f inder

The br ight- l ine f inder f rame in the v iewf inder (5)
c lear ly indicates what you wi l l  get  on the picture.
On c lose distance shots,  the paral lax correct ion
is automat ical ly  accounted for .

Exposures

No aperture set t ing is  necessary.  -  The bui l t - in
exposure meter automat ical ly  takes care of  the
correct  lens opening.  The RED-GREEN signal  at
the r ight  ins ide the f inder (see i l lustrat ion) indicates
the exposure.  On GREEN or GREEN/RED press
release (don' t  jerk)  .  .  .  and the picture is  taken at
11125 of  a second.

Attent ion!  l f  the exposure f ie ld shows a |  |  RED,
a picture should not  be taken under the exist ing
l i gh t  cond i t i ons .

Flash-Shots

The bessy ak has a bui l t - in capaci tor  type f lash
uni t  for  AG-1 bulbs,  operat ing on a bat tery-capa-
ci tor  igni t ion.  l t  is  fed by a 15 vol t  bat tery,  inserted
as fo l lows:  Press arrow marking (8)  s idewards
against  the bot tom-plate and l i f t  up the al ternate
side.  The bat tery must be f i t ted wi th the *  pole
inwards (see i l lustrat ion).

By pressing the f lash symbol  (3) ,  the ref lector
swings out .  The shut ter  is  automat ical ly  set  to 1/30
of  a second and the " f lash-exposure automat ic"
goes into act ion.  This means that  the correct  aper-
ture is  set  automat ical ly  as you focus.

A useful hint: For indirect flash (against the ceil ing at
normal depth or against a reflecting sidewall) the
reflector can swing aside tor another 90 degrees.

The f lashbulbs are inserted by pushing the bulb
into the socket in the reflector, after the flash
guard has first been removed. However, you should
aways put the guard back on when shooting a
picture!  Dispose of  the used f lashbulb by pressing
the button (12), after the flash guard has again
been removed.

Guarantee

In common wi th a l l  other Voigt ldnder products,  a
guarantee certif icate is enclosed with this camera.
Please check that  your dealer  duly f i l ls  in and
stamps th is cert i f icate.  Only then wi l l  you be sure
that  i f  the camera needs at tent ion wi th in the
duration of the guarantee - as shown on the
certif icate - that this will be given free of charge
by one of our appointed service agents or by the
factory itself.

Keep the guarantee certif icate even after the
expiry date. In case of loss you will need to refer
to the camera and lens numbers registered on
the cert i f icate.
