When focusing with these screens, while looking
through the viewfinder, place the subject you want
to focus on in the cantral cross hairs, and focus
the lens. When the subject does not come off the
central cross hairs even if you have moved your
eyes slightly to the right or left, the subject is then
in focus. The SD-11 is suited for astrophotography
and photomicrography, and if used for other pur-
poses, or depending on the telescope or micro-
scope to be used with, the corners of the frame
may be darkened.

SA-32/SA-37

These all-microprism screens make the viewfinder

image look brighter, and help you get focus accu-

racy all the time even in long-time shoeting.

These, however, make it difficult to preview the

depth of field.

The following use of these screens is not recom-

mended as they cause vignetting.

® To use the 24mm lens or a shorter lens with
the system finders FB-1 and FC-1 or FD-2
combined with the SA-32.

® To use the SA-32 and a wide-angle lens
together.

® To use the 150mm lens or a shorter lens with
the FB-1 and FC-1 or FD-2 combined with the
SA-37.

IMPORTANT: Never wipe screen surfaces with
clothing or a cloth to avoid damage. Remove dust
particles only with a blower or camel's hair brush.
Only handle the screen with the tweezers.

e X focusing screens are designed exclusively
for use with the Pentax LX camera.
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
